Every donation, large or small, is greatly
appreciated and will help families hurt by violence and displaced from their homes find a happier life. We
look forward to hearing from you. Marta Burns has volunteered to be the Chairperson of the Steering
and Campaign Committees for this project.

From the Annual General Meeting in June Pat Garrett shared some wisdom:

The past year brought many reasons to be proud of the work we do assisting women and their
children fleeing family violence. Sadly, in Alberta 12,000 women and children were residents in shelters.
Many more were not accommodated. Alberta leads the provinces in domestic assault, homicide and
stalking. Edmonton Police Service receives 5,500 reports of family violence yearly. In Alberta 244
women were murdered by their spouse 1975-2004: an average of 8 each year. Now more than ever
Wings needs to provide this vital service to abused women and children. Wings gives the women and
children an opportunity to start healing from abusive relationships, find the resources for affordable
housing, acquire income and develop goals for the future. This is accomplished by providing a safe,
secure and warm living environment with comprehensive programs and services.

Wingsd Board and Staff are striving to assist
reduce barriers in their lives. This is accomplished by listening to the needs of the families we serve.
Wingsd staff has identified the need to increase
vices provided to women and their pre-school children; this to both in-house residents as well as clients
in the Transition Program. By providing women access to a quality child care program on a drop-in ba-
sis women will be able to attend important legal, medical, educational and employment appointments.
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Thanks to Childrenés Services, I am happy to report t

care services provided to in-house residents and clients who are former residents in the Transition Pro-
gram.

Wings identified a lack of affordable housing available to women discharging. Women who
have four or more children, who are First Nation or who are immigrants may face even more limited ac-
cess to affordable housing. Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation 2006 study found that abused
women not only have difficulty finding safe, affordable housing, but may be discriminated against by
l andl or ds. The fear of becoming homeless can be
return to an abusive partner. The Wings6 Board i
long term affordable housing for women and children discharging from Wings. | would like to thank
CMHC for the funding to complete the Feasibility Study.

The Our Children Program will continue; a collaborative partnership with three community
schools, The Family Centre and Wings. It provides increased support to families residing at Wings as
well as assisting children, who are referred from the partner schools, and who are experiencing chal-
lenges at school. i.e. bullying, low self-esteem. Thanks to The Family Centre for funding the Our Chil-
dren Project for the next school year. The Healing Circle received another year of funding to facilitate
groups to enhance services to First Nation families by providing culturally appropriate services from Eld-
ers, a Wings social worker and The Family Centre.

This past year has brought the society many successes. Thanks to a supportive community.
This enables us to continue our life transforming work to end violence against women. Thank you.
