ñITôS NOT YOUR FAULT!ò    é   Straight from the mouths of 11 year olds. 

Every Thursday afternoon the kids aged 9 to 12 meet for their weekly talking group. We cover a variety 
of topics to help the kids process what they have seen and to learn positive ways to deal with anger and 
violence.  This week we talked about safety.  We asked the group to come up with a presentation on 
how they could teach other kids how to stay safe if they witnessed their parents fighting at home.  The 
kids worked together to create a poster to present to our 6 to 9 year olds.  First Jordan came up with the 
title: ñItôs not your faultò. Next Sean came up with the idea of drawing ñWINGS of helpò and writing safety 
tips within the wings. Mona quickly joined in to turn the wings into an angel and before long the group 
was working furiously together, feeding off of each others creative energies. The group was working so 
well together that we went for an extra 40 minutes. Here are the words of advice that these wise 11 year 
olds came up with: 
 
- ñWhenever you are scared talk to someone you trust.ò 
- ñIf you see your dad hitting call 911.ò 
- ñIf you do something wrong and your parent rages it is not your fault.ò 
- ñIt is never ever ever ever your fault.ò  
- ñIf you are feeling anything not good talk to someone at WINGS!ò 
-ñWINGS are what hold you up when you are down.ò 
 
They are sending out their message loud and clear and they want other kids to know that domestic vio-
lence is not their fault and that there are options available to them.  To witness these moments as group 
facilitators is truly amazing.  When kids can stand up with such confidence and conviction, we can hope 
for a violence free tomorrow.  Itôs just up to us to keep listening.

Pay less taxes and support your favorite charity.  No one ever minds to read a ópay less taxesô article! 

In Alberta the combined provincial and federal tax credit is 50% for all donations over $200.  In other words, 
Albertans now receive a 50 cent tax credit for every dollar over the first $200 donated to registered charities.  
This means if you donate $2500 to a charity, a tax credit of 1,250 will be created.  Your after tax cost of the 
gift is only $1250. 
There are other incentives.  They include federal tax provisions that exempt capital gains tax on gifts of pub-
licly traded securities.  In addition to the 50% tax credit you also save the applicable capital gains tax.
